Let's Talk About It.

What’s your Endgame? In the final Avengers movie—Avengers: Endgame, Dr.
Strange devised a plan to save millions and millions of people. Ironman chose to
carry out this plan regardless of the harm that could come to himself. Ultimately,
Dr. Strange’s plan and Ironman’s heroic choice resulted in Ironman saving the
planet from destruction. An Endgame is just like having a daily STRATEGY for
every day of your life.

Define it:

It’s important to have a plan for everything you do because it’s easy to get
distracted by things that can pop up during your day. If you don’t set boundaries
and make good choices before your day begins, you could get caught up in
something unnecessary that may take all your time and cause you to miss
important things you need to do to bring success to you!! A plan can be as simple
as planning time to eat breakfast, get to school on time, and set aside time to do
homework. However, your plan can be much more than that, too. It is up to you to
create your plan and implement it. Let’s talk about it: Just as Dr. Strange’s plan led
