What exactly is a family crest?

Family crests became established when a knight or person of
nobility used the same design over time. Not long later, coats
of arms became something that were granted to a family
member and registered in order to keep track of who
'owned' and used each specific design.

Think about your history, your profession, your hobbies, and
your interests. Any of those can be used as a symbol for your
crest. Narrow it down to a few specifics. Choose symbols to
represent your ideas.
