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Choose Life, ETERNAL LIFE!

Just a short note before I address the topic of this presentation. You might 
be shocked to hear that Elohim, LORD and Jesus are fake names put into 
our Bibles to replace the Real Names of our Heavenly Father and His 
Beloved Son. The True Names have been removed over 7000 times from 
our Bibles and replaced by Elohim, LORD or Jesus which are not Names but 
titles like Mr. or Miss. Isn’t it amazing if you ask a Muslim who he worships 
he will say Allah which is the name of his Elohim and if you ask a Buddhist 
the name of his Elohim he will say Buddha which is his name yet we as 
professed believers in our Creator do not even know the name of who we 
worship. 
 
The Creator Elohim (YHVH – Yahuwah) one day put the following question 
to His ancient rebellious people as we read in Ezekiel 18:31 “why will ye 
die, O house of Israel?” KJV 
In the contemporary English Version (CEV) it says: “Do you really want to 
be put to death …?” 
Here is the Bible in Basic English (BBE) “why are you desiring death, O 
children of Israel?” 
 
The same question must be asked the present generation: “Why do you 
want to die?” That is a question each one of us must ask ourselves. Most 
people don’t realize that they are on the way to damnation, to eternal death 
in the lake of fire. They have not been told that there is an option to live 
eternally in bliss and happiness on a new, re-created earth.  They haven’t 
been told that all those that do not choose life and accept the condition will 
be cast into a lake of fire. Check it out for yourself, it is in Scripture.  
 

This life is short, but eternity Is long! Let’s stop and think 
for a moment. WHAT IS THIS LIFE FOR? HOW DID we 
GET IT and WHY? Are you an accident or are you a 
design? 
 
The truth is That MAN was conceived in the mind of the 
Creator! It was not an accident! 
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“Your birth was no mistake or mishap, and your life is no fluke of nature. Your 
parents may not have planned you, but YHVH did. He was not at all surprised 
by your birth. In fact, He expected it. Long before you were conceived by 
your parents, you were conceived in the mind of Elohim. He thought of you 
first. It is not fate, nor chance, nor luck, nor coincidence that you are 
breathing at this very moment. You are alive because Elohim wanted to 
create you!”

Life is a gift, don’t take it for granted. Don’t waste it, cherish every moment. 
There is a reason for you to live. FIND OUT WHAT THAT REASON IS. IN 
THE MEANTIME, BE THANKFUL AND ENJOY EVERY MOMENT YOU 
BREATHE!  
We had no input to be born, to choose our parents, the country, to be rich 
or poor, but we can choose where to spend eternity. But, beware as there 
are many deceptions out there, false prophets and false Messiahs making 
false promises. 
 
The bottom line is that this life is intended for one purpose only, namely, to 
prepare for eternity and to glorify the Creator, the Most High Elohim the one 
that gave us this life to begin with! It was not given you for a grand holiday to 
please yourself. This earth is not your final destination. You're just passing 
through!"  There is a purpose, a meaning for living.  
 
We are to be in training here for an incredible inheritance beyond our 
comprehension. Often this training takes everything we are and have. Like 
we read in Philippians 2:12 “…work out your own salvation with fear and 
trembling.” 
That training demands self-denial, self-discipline and contains many trials, 
testing and difficulties. The apostle Paul speaks of wrestling against 
principalities and powers as he fought the good fight of faith. In Hebrews 10:4 
he declares “Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.” That 
is all part of the training one needs. 
 
This is normal and to be expected, for then he stated in 1 Peter 4, 12-13 
“Beloved ones, do not be surprised at the fiery trial that is coming upon 
you, to try you, as though some unusual matter has befallen you, 13 
but as you share Messiah’s sufferings, rejoice, in order that you might 
rejoice exultingly at the revelation of His esteem.” The Scriptures

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Again, Paul stated in Acts 14:22 “… we must through much tribulation 
enter into the kingdom of Elohim.” KJV 
 
Here are the words of Yahusha in Matthew 5:10-12: “Blessed are those 
persecuted for righteousness’ sake, because theirs is the reign of the 
heavens. 11 Blessed are you when they reproach and persecute you, 
and falsely say every wicked word against you, for My sake.12 Rejoice 
and be glad, because your reward in the heavens is great. For in this 
way they persecuted the prophets who were before you.”  The 
Scriptures 
Did you notice Verse 12? It stated that when all these things happen to you, 
then “Rejoice and be glad, because your reward in the heavens is 
great.” 
Is it worth It to go through tribulations and temptations? Absolutely! 
 
For we are told in James 12:12 “Blessed is the man that endureth 
temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which 
the master hath promised to them that love him.” KJV  
 
When we choose to accept Yahusha Ha Mashiach and to allow Him to take 
full control by following His instructions, we will be safe! 
We can say with Paul in 2 Corinthians 4:8-9 “We are troubled on every 
side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in 
despair; 9 Persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not 
destroyed.” KJV  
 
If we start seeing Life on earth what it really is and the purpose and that it is 
short and temporary, our priorities will change. If we put all our energy in 
the things of this world, we will suffer a great loss. Therefore, the admonition 
by the Creator Yahusha Ha Mashiach is to seek first the kingdom of heaven. 
 

It is a fact that one day, not too far off in the future 
“We must all appear before the judgment seat of 
Messiah; that everyone may receive the things 
[done] in [his] body, according to that he hath 
done, whether [it be] good or bad.” KJV 2 
Corinthians 5:10 
 
Therefore, Paul admonishes the followers of 
Yahusha in Ephesians 5:14 “Awake, O sleeper, and 
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arise from the dead.” (Easy to Read Version – ERV)  It is way late in this 
world’s history! The 6,000 years or 120 jubilees are almost up! The Bible 
states in Hebrews 3:15 “To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your 
hearts, as in the provocation.” KJV 
 
Then he states in the next two verses (Ephesians 5:15-16) “be very careful 
how you live. Live wisely, not like fools.  I mean that you should use 
every opportunity you have for doing good, because these are evil 
times.” (ERV) 
 
Your eternal destiny will not be the result of chance but of A PERSONAL 
DECISION to choose LIFE. So, choose LIFE by accepting Yahusha, the 
Hebrew Messiah, as your Savior and follow His instructions, the Torah! 
Take note, I am not talking about choosing the man-made Greek Messiah, 
called Jesus, who stands for sun-worship. Jesus and Yahusha are not the 
same entities. Consider a few examples: 
 
Jesus, the Greek (Christian) Messiah was created in the minds of man, 
especially through the influence of Constantin as he made Christianity the 
state religion. He was born on December 25 (Christmas) 
Yahusha, the Hebrew Messiah was born in the fall, during the Feast of 
tabernacles. 
 
Jesus was crucified on Friday and raised on Sunday, the 1st day of the week. 
Yahusha was crucified on a Wednesday and raised on the weekly Sabbath. 
 
Jesus stands for Baby baptism by sprinkling in the name of the unholy Trinity. 
Yahusha stands for Baptism by immersion in His name only. 
 
Jesus keeps the first day of week, called Sunday (the day of the sun-Elohim). 
Yahusha keeps the 7th day of the week, called S-abba-th (Abba’s day). 
 
Jesus approves of Christmas, Easter, Lent etc. 
Yahusha approves only of Passover, Firstfruits, Feast of Unleavened Bread, 
Pentecost, Day of Trumpet, Atonement and the Feast of Tabernacles. 
 
Jesus, the Greek Messiah’s’ ministry lasted for 3 ½ years 
Yahusha’ ministry lasted for only 490 days or 70 weeks 
 
It is claimed that Jesus was crucified either in 30 AD, 31 AD or 33 AD 
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Yahusha was crucified in spring (Passover) of 28 AD 
 
The Greek Jesus claims that the Torah (the Law) was nailed to the cross! 
Yahusha on the other hand stated that He did not come to abolish Torah, but 
to uphold it. 
 
Therefore, stay away from religion, stay away from Christianity, Judaism and 
of course from Islam; stay away from man-made teachings and traditions; 
stay away from churches and denominations, follow Yahusha Ha Mashiach 
wherever He leads. (Revelation 14:6) Stay in contact and worship only with 
those that follow a “Thus saith YHVH!” CHOOSE LIFE! 
 

For Yahusha stated in Matthew 18:20 “For where two or three are 

gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them.” KJV  

 
The foregoing presented facts are not intended to offend, condemn or to 
judge individuals, but to be a wake-up call. It is for our own good to find out 
what happened during the past 2,000 years and make a U-turn to the Elohim 
of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob and to the written instructions He gave through 
Moses. Many people do not like to hear the truth but hate anyone that is 
presenting the facts. 
 
The apostle Paul seemed to have the same problem in his time when he 
stated in Galatians 4:16, “Am I therefore become your enemy, because I 
tell you the truth?” 
 
Let’s not forget: Truth hurts! Truth makes enemies! But Truth also 
heals! Truth frees and Truth saves! 
 
 

Choose Life, eternal life, while the door is 
open, and you still have breath! 

 
For according to Amos 8:11-12 the day will come when it is too late. Here 
are the words from YAHUWAH, the Life giver “See, days are coming,” 

declares the Master יהוה (YHVH), “that I shall send a hunger in the 
land, not a hunger for bread, nor a thirst for water, but for hearing the 
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Words of יהוה (YHVH). 12 “And they shall wander from sea to sea, and 
from north to east – they shall diligently search, seeking the Word of
