Printing options

You can print these single-sided (just the front) for simpler use, or
double-sided (front and back) if your child enjoys the idea of a
“real” postcard. Either works perfectly.

About the stamp
You'll notice there's a special stamp already on the back. In the

book, these letters don't need real stamps, real envelopes, or even
real paper. But some children love the ritual of writing something
down. This stamp means their postcard is ready to 90, whenever
they are.

Where does it 90? Instead of an address, your child can simply write
their pet's name. That's all it needs. It will reach them.

What hap_pens next

Some children will want to keep their postcards somewhere safe.
Some might "post” them. Some might tuck them under a pillow or let
them go. There's no right way.

You can print as many copies as you like.
These thoughts don't ever have to run out.

Tip: For sturdier postcards, try printing on thicker paper or card.
